Math Relay Rules

A team consists of four members – A, B, C, and D. They will start off at four different locations. 

A – Cafeteria

B – Classroom in the Science Building

C – Classroom in the Math Wing

D – Gym

A will start off with an answer sheet that will represent the baton. The special marker/pen for the answer sheet will be provided by us. When A is done, he will return the questions and marker to us and run with the answer sheet, to station B. When A arrives, person B can get the questions and start working on them. This will continue all the way until person D finishes their questions.

While A is at station 2, he will get one bonus question to do where he will get points if successful. B will get his at Station 3, but C and D will get theirs at the beginning. We will start again for a different round – 3 rounds total. 

· Each student will receive two questions each during their competition. Each question will be worth 2 points each.

· Each bonus question correct will be worth 1 point each. 

· The level of difficulty of each question will be random – it will not be determined by the order in which the students are in. 

· There will be NO communication allowed between students when they pass each other or are at the same station.

· There is no time limit for a student to stay at his or her own station – meaning that if the question is super hard and he or she does not know the answer no matter what, he/she can run to the next station. This being said, however, there will be a time limit for each round meaning that EACH ROUND, THERE WILL BE A 15 MINUTE MAXIMUM TIME LIMIT.  If the team does not turn in the answer sheet by the end of 15 minutes, each additional minute late will result in a 3 point deduction.

· If there is a tie, then the tiebreaker will be the order in which the teams turned in its answer sheet. In other words, if there is a tie, then the winning team will be the one that turned in its answer sheet first. 

· There will be no switching orders. 

· Bonus questions are to be written onto the paper with the question on it and returned to us for points.
